Symbols Of Gay Pride
Editors no te: We asked several people this question: Who' ore
the symbols 01 the gay movement? The fof/owing composition by
19·year-old Brad Taylor provides an interesting viewpoint rhat we'd
/ike to shore with you .

What ore the symbols of the goy movement, ond what do they
mean? Good question, for which I hope to have on answer. I'm
telling you what I know, so it won't be a true history lesson.

The first symbol of the goy movement was the lambda symbol. It
was selected bock in the sixties for it's historical significance. Itpre­
viouslysymbolized justice; balance and reconciliation of opposites;
unity and the relationship of mon and his society; freedom, equal­
ity; and, independence of the individual. Because of those mean­
ings, the lambda was chosen as a symbol to convey a concept.
The lambda symbol, over the yeors, has drown a lot of criticism
from people. The lesbians claim it's theirs, the goy men cla im it's
Iheirs. Who is right? Neither, it's all of ou rs. And if we wo nt 10

use it, then we should shore it.

The next symbol is the pink triangle . Of course that goes 011 the
woy bock to World War II ; bock to the Na zi death camps where
homosexuals were forced to wear the pink tria ngle and were
probably treated the worst of all the prisoners. It is estimoted thot
between 250,000 ond 500,000 homosexuals were murde red in
the deoth camps . The triangle wos worn point down, unlike today
in which the symbol is worn point up, to, symbolize hope for the
future. Butsome still wear it the other way, which is okay, iust so
we all understand its importance in the goy community.

Next is the pairing of the mole and female biological signs. There
isn't much information on this, but it is apporently used for short­
hand purposes. I think it's ra the r a state, but a place where we con
be free to do what we wanl and not be looked down on for it. So
the flog is, to me, a symbol of the place we all wont to live ­
somewhere over the rainbow.

I've token you through some history of goy symbols. Now I wont
to "lock to the Future." What will my life be like in five, ten, twenty,
or fifty years? I'm only 19, so I have a long liFe ahead of me. So
what I would like to see done is for the goy and lesbian commu­
nity to finally unite under one bonner, and be united. United we
stand, divided we fall, and it's true. We have to stand together.

1wont all of the stotesto have goy rights, and all people to become
educated on homosexuality and also on AIDS . 1won t the govern­
ment to quit restricting visits by people with AIDS to the United
States; I want all insurance companies to pay for AIDS patients, I
want, above all, a cure for AIDSJ Talk about Na zi Germany; the
number of homosexual murders were nothing compored to the
deaths that are occurring from AIDS, and will continue to occur. I
want people to learn tha t homosexuality is not a disease, and AIDS
is not only a homosexual disease . AIDS involves the whole world;
we should be standing together to fight it. And maybe this fight
will finally bring the world together, and it will no longer be U gay/
straighf - it will be us or we.

I see a bright future for goy people ahead, but it will on ly come
about from actions, not silence. Silence _ Death, and that is a
truthful statement. Ma ybe tha t's why I like it, it expresses the true
mea ning of goy life a nd should be used more often. It's on easy
wa y for us to express ourselves without having to spell it out with
a lot of words.

Now we ca n go on and discuss Stonewall and its importance, and
what it mea nt and still means for us. Bock on June 28,1969, a
small gay ba r in New York mode history. After numerous police
raids and ha rassment on goy ba rs, the pat rons tha t night at the
Stonewall Inn became angry; so angry that they sta rted a riot in
pro test. The riot o riginated at the Stonewall Inn, and went on for
seve ral days.

With that, the goy righ ts movement was started. It took group
movement to Finally gel some a ttention. Without Stonewall, I rea lly
don' t know where our rights would be. What it did prove was that
when the go y community unites togethe r, we have the strength to
ma ke society toke notice, a nd tha t gets the job done. It may not
be a ll a t once, but every lillie bit helps .

The lost symbol I'll ta lk a bout is the rainbow flag. It is foirly new,
a nd ha s managed to turn some heads, and even managed to couse
con troversy. Some people think the ra inbow flog stands for the
Rai nbow Coali tion that was sta rted by Jesse Jackson quite a few
yea rs ago. The rainbow flog mea ns differen t things to different
people , but a lmost all will agree that right now, the rainbow flog
most represe nts the goy and lesbian co mmunity.

Now, l'Iltell you wha t the rainbow flog means to me. I think the
ra inbow flog is a kind of uniFica tion of all goy people, kind of like
our own little sla te. But if you would think about 'The Wizard of
Oz. U you might see that we a re Jooking for our own "land of Oz."
Not is to be dead. Nol only to the world, bul to yourself. Speak
up and tell the world, NI a m goy and prcod !"

That is another thing that goy people have to work on, self-esteem.
We have to have pride in ourselves and in our community. We
need some respect for ourselves and we need to show the hetero­
sexual world tho t we a re proud of who we a re. We don't deserve
10 be shoved into bock olley bar s to find each other and have a
good time. We hove the right fa meet and speak in public places
and not have to worryabout being attacked or looked down on for
it. But before we get the heterosexual's respect, we first have to
respect a nd toke pride in ourselves before we can ask others to
respect us. ~

Tony Earl
Former Democratic Governor of Wisconsin

Tony Earl was Governor from 1982-1986, succeeding Republican
Lee Dreyfus who, in February, 1982 signed into low the first Goy
Rights Bill in the notion.

One of Governor Earl's firstacts as governor was to establish a Task
Force on Goy and Lesbian issues. The Task Force functioned until
1986 when itdisbonded itself knowing that newly elected GovernOf,
Tommy Thompson, would not continue it. He also appointed Earl
Bricker as liaison to the Wisconsin Lesbian/Goy community. (Bricker
is currently the Executive Director of Ihe Madison AIDS Support
Network).

In addition, Earl oppointed as his Press Secretory, Ron McCrea, on
openly goy man, a fact headlined by the Milwaukee Sentinel the fo~

lowing day.

During the 1986 governor's race, Republican candidate Tommy
Thompson made an issue of Governor Earl's pro-gay/fesbian stand.
Many analysts still claim that Earl's loss to Thompsonwas due, in port,
to Earl's courageous stands taken on behalf of our cammunity.

Ivy Young
Director of the National Gay and lesbian Task Force
(NGLTFI Families Project

Ivy Young is a veteran feminist and block activist with a strong bock­
ground in media, grassroots organizing and political work. She has
on extensive bock.ground in community radio ond is a former Gen­
eral Manager of WNOZ·FM in New Orleans (1988.891; served cs
Public Affairs Director at WBAI·Pacifica Radio in New York. City
11986-881; and, was a broadcast journalistand editor at WHUR-FM
in Washingtan (1978-82).

Ms. Young has extensive experience in cultural organizing. From
1982 to 1985 she was a staff member at Roadwork, a women's
cultural production compony. In 1984 and 1985 she produced the
Sisterhre Festival, Roadwork's multi-cuhurcl festival of women in the
arts held annually in Washington, D.C. She was also a community
events producer for Paredon Records {1985-86), coordinating the first
U.S. tour of the Salvadoran cultural troupe, Cutamay Camones.

As on African-American lesbia n, she exemplifies the rich ethnic heri·
tage of our community. Young spoke out defiantly against Christian
right·winger lou Sheldon when the "minister" was in Washington for
something billed as a traditionol values conference.

Ms. Young was an organizer with lesbians and gays for Jesse
Jackson in New York City in 1988, and served as a consultant for the
People of Color stage at the Notional March on Washington for
lesbian and Goy Rights in 1987. She has been actively invalved in
political work since the late 60's, served as a stoff member of the
Center for Black Education, ond on orgonizer of the Sixth Pan Afri­
can Congress.

Ms. Young is 0 notive of Washington, D.C. ond is 0 member of the
board of the Notional Coalition for Block Lesbians and Gays.

Miriam Ben-Shalom
Na tiona lly Distinguished lesbian / Gay Rights Activist
FormerStoffSergeant Miriam Ben-Shalom'sactivitieson behalf of les­
bion and goy rights span a twenty year time period. She has been
involved with many Milwoukee and state organizations and groups
from other states which work to promote civil rights for lesbian and
goy citizens.

Ms. Ben-Shalom hoe received a BA cum laude and a Moster's degree
from the University of Wisconsin-Milwoukee, where she taught in the
English deportment from 1977 to 1980. She is currently a teacher
with the Milwaukee Public School System where she runs a program
for "at risk students" at Riverside Universi!y High Scheel.

She is best known for her sixteen-year fight against the U.S. Army's
discriminatorypolicies towards lesbians and goy men. After respond­
ing truthfully to a superior's Hafficial question" about her sexual crt­
entation, Ms. Ben-Shalom entered the Federal courts in 1978 and
won a historicWrit of Mandeamus in 1980 which ordered her rein­
stated into the Army. After a seven-year argument with the Army, she
was finallyallowed bock into the service in September of 1987. She
is the first gay person 10 ever be placed bock in to any branch of the
service.

In March, 1988 she aHempted to re-enlist and began a new legal
fight. She served as the only acknowledged goy person in any
branch of service until February 26, 1990 when she was discharged
ofter the U.S. Supreme Court refused to hear her case without com­
ment.

An inte rna tiona lly published writer and acknowledged spokesperson
on behalf of gay and lesbian rights notionally, Ms. Ben-Shalom
continues to work with many groups to eliminate discrimination
against lesblcns and goys. She trcvels frequent.ly to address groups
about goy and lesbian issues and is -.yorking to set up a notional
goy/lesbian/bisexual veteran's group which would work with Con­
gress and other governmental agencies to address veteran's issues
and provide a network and support system for lesbian/goy/bisexual
veterans and military personnel currently serving in the armed forces.
She also is investigating procedures to set up a legal resource cen­
ter and defense fund where persons who wish to challenge discrimi­
nation will be able to come for aid ond assistance.

Wayne Schwandt

Born in Burlington, Wise., Mr. Schwandt went on to graduate from
Badge r H.S., la ke Geneva in 1967 and received a BA in Psycho~

ogy from University of Wisconsin-Whitewater in 1971. He is a
1975 graduate of Wesley Theological Seminory in Washington, D.C.

Presentlya residen t of Washington, D.C., Mr. Schwandt is President
of Goy and Lesbian Parents Coalition International {P.O. Box50360,
Washington, DC 2009 1), is past President of the Goy Fathers Ccc­
lition/DC, and past President/Founder of Integ rityfWashington (Goy
Episcopa lia ns and their friends). He is presently employed as Sys­
tems Administratorfor the low firm of Greenstein Delorme and luchs,
P.c., Washington, D.C.

Mr. Schwandt has spoken on homosexualityand goy/lesbian parent­
ing in varied forums including the United oVIethodist and Episcopal
Churches, Annual Conference of the Parents ond Friendsof Gays and
Lesbians (PFLAG), Judicial Conference of the District of Columbia,
university student forums, and on radio and television. ..
